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The presentation will introduce a project which aims at re-evaluating the 
relationship between states and environments from c.1700-1914 across 
the western Indian Ocean and Eastern Mediterranean world with a view 
to understanding how societies and political authorities in the past have 
coped with such events. This period marks the transition from the Little 
Ice Age to a warmer, wetter climate, and the region because it is located 
at the interface of Indian Ocean and Atlantic climatic systems and is 
particularly vulnerable to climate change today. We want to get insights 
into the relationship between climate and environmental forces and 
urbanisation, infrastructure, agricultural systems and disease. It is 
remarkable that current understandings of the relationship betweenclimate and society have conventionally ignored historical perspectives.  

Tuesday, 28 January 2020, 16:00-18:00 

Therefore we ask how historical analysis of climate and culture can help determine adaptation and resilience 
strategies in the present. In addition, the project aims at analyzing how states and political authorities sought 
to regulate the environment in the context of adverse climate and environmental forces.  The lecture will 
discuss these questions on the basis of selected case studies from the Mediterranean area.
